In current educational environments, there is an increasing focus on
developing 21st century proficiencies, particularly in critical thinking,
teamwork, and digital competency. This paper presents a study that explores
the practical application of ChatGPT, a cutting-edge Al language model, in
English instruction, with a particular emphasis on presentation and writing.
The study examines how students interacted with ChatGPT in three different
settings. In the first class, ChatGPT functioned as an interactive tool for
brainstorming and refining ideas for presentations, allowing students to
scrutinize, assess, and enhance their understanding of the topic. In the
second class, the Al model enabled collaborative group work. Students
exchanged ideas with the model, fostering team dynamics whilst refining their
linguistic expertise. The third class utilized ChatGPT as a writing assistant,
whereby students iteratively improved essays by seeking feedback from the
model, enhancing both structure and content.

Preliminary findings suggest that student engagement has been enhanced,
language comprehension has improved, and critical reasoning has been
amplified. Additionally, the integration of ChatGPT has strengthened students'
digital literacy, a crucial 21st-century skill, highlighting the transformative
potential of such tools in aligning language acquisition with the cultivation of

vital modern skills.

Abstract on students' second language (L2) user identity. Project-Based Learning
(PBL) served as an instrumental approach within the course, situated within
a broader "glocal" pedagogical context." Students were engaged in
multifaceted projects that required them to communicate information about
their university to an international audience. A qualitative research design was
employed, encompassing thematic analysis of survey responses, focus group
discussions, and individual interviews. One of the salient findings was the
significant value students placed on the learning journey itself, rather than
the end product. Notably, student satisfaction was considerably heightened
during a session that incorporated constructive feedback from international
peers. This session seemed to invigorate their commitment to language
learning and influence their L2 user identity positively. The study has
pedagogical implications, suggesting the integration of both global and local
perspectives in L2 education, thereby serving local educational objectives
while also preparing students for global communicative tasks at the tertiary
level.

The
Willingness to Communicate (WTC) model explains that communication
includes psychological factors (Yashima, 2002; Syed & Kuzborska, 2020).
WTC could be applicable to English business communication in materializing
students’ awareness of language use, locating English business
communication as a space for preparation for future careers within curricula.
Methodology
We conducted online free descriptions to 29 Japanese university students
through LMS at the end of the semester in 2022, asking about their
experience in the class. The data analysis was conducted manually.
Result
Three major findings are:
1) Students felt a sense of achievement through business-related activities.
2) Those who were successful in job recruitment found the effectiveness of
the class, while those without working on it just hinted at the potential
application.

The findings suggest that students' intrinsic and extrinsic motivation
concerning their previous learning experience underpinned their language
use in the current course.

However, if little or no research exists that answers
a particular research question, is it logical to prolong the existence of such
as gap in the literature, or should research be carried out with small samples?
This presentation provides a deeper rationale for the analysis techniques
used in an already existing study (BLINDED, 2022) which had a very small
number of participants, but which necessitated a quantitative analysis due to
the logic of the research questions. The rationale for a use of Bayesian
methods is discussed, along with limitations of Bayesian analysis, such as
researcher and reviewer unfamiliarity. Furthermore, use of different linear
regressions such as ANOVA, GLM and GLMM are discussed with regard to
controlling for individual differences and environmental factors in studies.

Abstract significant factors in the study of foreign language learning. As an
investigation based on a phenomenological stance, this study focused on the
comments of English learners who were given the task of writing and
rewriting a paragraph, with the hope of better understanding the meaning of
their positive and negative experiences in the activity of English writing. A
total of 43 sophomore students majoring in humanities and biology at a
Japanese public university wrote a paragraph on a work-related topic of their
choice, received feedback from their teacher using a graphic display, rewrote
the paragraph, and answered an open-ended questionnaire. Their responses
to the questionnaire were qualitatively analyzed to explore their experiences
with their writing. The results seem to reveal their feelings (such as
reassurance, discomfort, pleasure, and pain) about writing in English, the
importance of autonomy in choosing writing topics, and their awareness of
the values of the activity. Learners' reflections reveal more about the meaning
of their writing experience than can be gleaned from the products alone. A
pedagogical implication is that a deeper understanding of individual learners'
reflections can help improve writing instruction.

This study explores university English teachers' beliefs on course materials in
an English as foreign language (EFL) setting, focusing on paper-based
coursebooks and open educational resources (OER). These worldwide-
recognized open resources reside in the public domain and are free for
educational purposes but are not pervasive in Japan. Our previous research
suggested students' expectations of inexpensive, authentic English materials,
e.g., OER. A questionnaire was conducted in late 2022 to nineteen Japanese
university teachers of English on adopting and using course materials,
followed by later Zoom interviews with some participants, conforming to
research ethics. The integrated results reveal that most participants rely
considerably on published coursebooks, need more recognition of OER, yearn
to fit their teaching materials to the student's level and needs, and believe
hand-made sub-materials adjust the discrepancy between materials and
course content. The growing addition of technology-based materials, such as
interactive quizzes and videos, has imposed more flexible language teaching
skills on teachers. Still, insufficient preparation time has made adopting new
materials challenging for them. The study suggests the need for university
EFL teachers to look at a more extensive selection of teaching materials to

In an English-as-a-foreign language (EFL) environment, the majority of
students get to learn or use English only in the classroom. To give those
students more authentic experiences in language use, more and more
teachers in Japanese higher education are adopting task- or project-based
learning methods in their teaching contexts. One of the main benefits of these
methods is the role of social interaction, as students often work together in
a situated setting to share and debate ideas with peers.

This study delves into how peer interactions relate to students’ final group
performance, focusing on Japanese university students during a group
project in a content-based language classroom. We examined the relationship
between student interaction quality and final presentation quality. The
relationship will be discussed by referring to results obtained from a
discourse analysis of students’ interactions during the project and multiple
regression analyses investigating the relationship between such interactions
and their final presentation. The results indicate that more collaborative
dialogic engagement did not necessarily lead to a higher quality of final group
performance. This study and its results provide empirical insights that can
serve teachers who are incorporating a similar pedagogy in their teaching

Abstract 2021. To find out what is happening in junior high school classes under the
new curriculum, questionnaires were given to first-year KOSEN students. The
data from 2022 and 2023 (N = 239) showed that, while communicative
activities were more common than translation practices and grammar
explanations in their junior high school classes, evaluations of the students’
progress did not seem to reflect what they did in class. Many students felt
that junior high school English classes did not prepare them for high school
entrance examinations, necessitating them to go to cram schools. The
presentation will then discuss the current project, which follows seven first-
year junior high school students at three public junior high schools. The
participants have been keeping records of what has been happening in class,
how often they have classes with an ALT, and what kind of homework is given.
Also, face-to-face interviews were conducted during the summer break to
discuss directly with the participants the details of their English studies,
including how they did and what they felt about their very fist English term
exam.

Abstract understanding and displaying their stance towards the interlocutors’ opinions
in discussion activities. The examined data comprises video-recordings of five
sessions of pair discussion in English between Japanese university students.
Participants in discussions are generally expected to convey that they
understand the interlocuters’ utterances in the prior turns and to indicate
whether they agree or not with the interlocutors’ opinion. This study focuses
situations in which speakers understand and acknowledge the interlocutors’
opinions but do not agree with it. The analysis reveals that in these situations,
the participants’ orientation towards achieving mutual understanding comes
before the attempts to display their stance. When participants do not agree
with the opinions proffered by the interlocutors, they tend to withhold the
display of their non-agreements and emphasize that they have understood
the interlocutors’ opinions by producing acknowledgement tokens (mm, hm,
yeah, okay), co-constructing the interlocutor’s utterance or nodding. These
interactional resources are employed when the speakers are waiting for a
more sequentially favorable opportunity for displaying their disaligning stance
in delicate ways. The results of present study will have implications for
teachers setting up and instructing discussion activities.

Receptive and productive knowledge of vocabulary and formulae (formulaic
expressions, multi-word sequences) is a fundamental aspect of language
proficiency in education of English as a foreign language. With the
advancement of ICT and the post-pandemic needs, digital assessment of
these knowledge and comparative understanding of them are called for. In
our collaborative research group, we have developed digital tests to measure
formula knowledge while taking into account the findings on formula
familiarity (Formula Test V1), modalities (V2), and parts of speech (V3). While
these are practical tests, it has been unclear whether and to what extent
formulaic tests and vocabulary tests overlap.

In our current study, we used exploratory factor analysis to look at what
underlying factors contribute to the variance in scores in formulaic tests and
vocabulary tests. We found two distinct underlying factors, where one factor
seems to reflect “formulaic knowledge” and the other factor is more about
“vocabulary knowledge”. Overall, we suggest that teachers may need to
develop instruction on the premises that these types of knowledge are
different and should be taught separately. Moreover, further research is
needed to investigate how this knowledge is related to EFL students’ English

ability in the long term.

Since Noam Chomsky put forward the idea of Universal Grammar in the
1960s, the disciplines of applied linguistics and TESOL have received deep
insights into the innate human capacity for language acquisition. Chomsky
(1976) hypothesized the presence of a particular ‘human organ’ (p. 36), the
Language Acquisition Device (LAD), and claimed that the theory of language
is concerned with human biology (p. 123). Chomsky (1986) postulates the
presence of a computational system within the brain that enables a human to
parse primary linguistic input, i.e., phonology, into syntax and that stores its
meaning in their mental world.

The aim of the presentation is to provide classroom pedagogy adapting
Chomskyan approaches to language learning. Cook and Newson (2007)
exemplified the language learning model, which includes: 1) presenting
primary linguistic data to provide available evidence for LAD; 2) adopting
strategies, e.g., connecting sound and meaning; 3) setting up well-designed
social exchanges attached to interactional routines.

The presenter adapted the model in EFL general courses in tertiary education.
The instructions included dialogic interactional reading in English, dictogloss
for clarifying linguistic data, which serves to provide positive evidence, and
finally suprasegmental instructions. The

pronunciation post-course

questionnaire found positive response from the students.

Abstract challenged several established concepts regarding linguistic theory and
language pedagogy. It represents a potential paradigm shift in thinking
concerning the use of language in classes and other academic settings.
Translanguaging pedagogy challenges the conceptual framework that
advocates the separation of languages in bilingual or multilingual educational
environments. Moreover, translanguaging theory promotes the idea that
educators should create environments in which learners can freely, flexibly,
and dynamically use all of their linguistic repertoire to form meaning. This
stance has the potential to augment and enhance deeper understanding of
subject matter and also facilitate home-school cooperation, by supporting
home language use and community involvement in education. Another
important aspect of translanguaging theory is to challenge, and hopefully
rectify, unfair and imbalanced power dynamics, the de-evaluation of
languages and language practices, and discriminatory behavior toward
minoritized individuals and groups. The purpose of this research is to explain
and critically analyze the fundamental tenets of translanguaging in order to
reveal some potential pedagogical issues that should be addressed for
effective implementation of translanguaging pedagogical practices.
