Title

FREME / This symposium explores interconnected dimensions of English medium instruction (EMI)

Abstract in Japanese higher education. Although EMI is promoted to attract international students
and improve domestic students’ English proficiency, its implementation poses linguistic,
pedagogical, and ideological challenges. In contexts where Japanese remains the default
medium, shifting to English complicates interaction among students and faculty with
diverse linguistic and cultural backgrounds.
First, Miki Shibata examines first language (L1) use in EMI classrooms with both domestic
and international students. Her study shows that discipline expert instructors’ language
choices, rooted in beliefs in linguistic egalitarianism and their identity as content
specialists rather than language teachers, result in ambivalent practices. Shibata also
reports that multilingual international students, proficient in Japanese, maintain English
during group discussions to include peers who do not speak Japanese, countering
domestic students’ tendency to revert to L1. These findings highlight the dynamic
negotiation of language and inclusivity in EMI classrooms.
Next, Masakazu lino investigates students’ and instructors’ language attitudes in different
EMI settings. Questionnaire data from EMI programs and EMI courses in Japanese
medium programs show that students in EMI programs, familiar with multilingual
environments and study abroad, adopt flexible English as an ELF attitude, while students
in EMI courses favor more normative English use. lino’s study demonstrates that fostering
Japanese students’ understanding of ELF is key to more effective EMI.
Finally, Shinobu Nakamura reviews studies on factors influencing academic achievement
in EMI courses. While much research centers on English proficiency with mixed results,
other variables such as motivation, self-regulated learning, program type, discipline, and
the linguistic distance between English and the learner’s L1 are also significant. Her study
compares these factors to determine which most strongly predicts academic success.
Together, these studies reveal interconnected layers of language use, ELF awareness, and
learning outcomes that shape EMI practices in Japan.

Abstract survey data from her recent project on the use of L1 in English Medium Instruction (EMI)
settings in Turkish and Japanese universities. The study was motivated by earlier findings
showing high student anxiety toward EMI courses, prompting an investigation into
whether L1 use might mitigate this anxiety. The Turkish participants attend a national
university where courses are taught in English, while the Japanese participants are in a
non-EMI environment and responded to hypothetical questions about L1 use. Turkish
students expressed positive attitudes toward L1 use. As in many Japanese universities,
most courses here enroll local students, so these results may encourage Japanese
universities to expand EMI. However, the small-scale survey of Japanese students
indicated that the reality is more complex, and L1 use does not significantly reduce
apprehension about taking courses in English. Building on the findings of this first project,
the second author presents results from her large-scale study of EMI practices in a
Turkish university where all instruction is delivered in English. Drawing on a large subset
of questionnaire data from students across diverse faculties and student interviews, the
project examined translanguaging practices, students’ attitudes toward L1, and more
importantly, disciplinary differences in EMI. Findings show that while translanguaging is
widely employed as a coping and meaning-making strategy, its functions and acceptance
vary across disciplines, reflecting distinct academic cultures and expectations. By
juxtaposing Turkish and Japanese perspectives, this presentation contributes to ongoing
debates on the role of L1 in EMI, the complexities of language alternation, and the
disciplinary situatedness of language practices. The studies together highlight both the
potential and the limitations of L1 use in shaping sustainable, inclusive EMI practices,
offering implications for policy, pedagogy, and future comparative research in applied
linguistics.

Title

FREME / This study investigates the washback effects of English university entrance examinations

Abstract in Japan through a review of existing literature. The findings reveal that while university
entrance exams exert a degree of influence, their overall washback—particularly on
secondary English education—remains limited. The 2018 revision of Japan’s high school
curriculum guidelines emphasizes the development of higher-order thinking skills (HOTS),
such as critical thinking, judgment, and expression. This policy shift suggests a potential
alignment between educational goals and assessment practices. However, literature
indicates that although HOTS-oriented test items could positively influence classroom
practices, such effects are not consistently observed. Some studies report that entrance
examinations continue to shape educational objectives and classroom practices
significantly, while others argue that teachers’ beliefs and institutional culture play a
stronger role than test format alone. To better understand these dynamics, this study
applies Rogers’ Innovation Diffusion Theory as a theoretical framework. According to the
theory, innovations such as HOTS-based test items are perceived as more complex than
traditional assessments, which can hinder their adoption. Therefore, rather than assuming
automatic diffusion, it is critical to identify the factors that obstruct or delay the spread
of such innovations. Doing so could offer pathways to promote more effective
implementation of HOTS-focused assessments and, by extension, foster meaningful
washback in English education in Japan. The presentation will also introduce analysis of
actual English tests in entrance exams and consider teachers’ perceptions of these tests.

FREME / This study examines whether improvements in psychological factors in English learning

Abstract can positively affect not only English achievement but also performance in nursing

subjects. A pilot study was conducted with 47 second-year Japanese nursing students.
Cross-tabulation revealed that students with low English proficiency also had poor nursing
grades, whereas students with higher English proficiency performed well in both areas.
Using a five-point Likert-scale questionnaire, the study further investigated the
relationship between academic performance and psychological variables. Self-confidence
emerged as a significant predictor of English performance, while growth mindset was a
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significant predictor of nursing outcomes. Confidence, autonomy, and effort regulation
were also significantly correlated with nursing achievement. These findings suggest that
the benefits of English-related psychological gains and achievement may extend across
subjects. Based on these results, a new longitudinal study will target first-year nursing
majors (approximately 80 students per cohort). Low achievers in both English and nursing
will be identified through grade cross-tabulation and selected for intervention. The
intervention will combine level-based English instruction with group and individual
coaching sessions designed to promote goal-setting, reflection, and self-regulated
learning. Psychological variables—including confidence, motivation, autonomy, growth
mindset, and effort regulation—will be measured three times within the first two years.
The design allows for multi-layered evaluation of short-term effects (semester outcomes),
mid-term effects (between first and second years), and long-term effects (mock national
nursing exam results in years two to three). Drawing on pilot findings, it is predicted that
improvements in English-related psychological factors and performance will positively
influence psychological variables and achievement in nursing subjects. By clarifying how
changes in English education contribute to other disciplines, this study highlights English
as a foundation for nursing competence and proposes a transferable model for enhancing
academic achievement (including national exam) success across fields.

Abstract mediated by engagement. In this study, school belonging refers to the extent to which

students feel connected to the school they attend, and engagement refers to the extent
to which students feel they are helping each other in learning English. These two
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psychological constructs were measured with questionnaires: the school belonging
questionnaire comprised 20 items, and the engagement questionnaire included 4 items.
English proficiency was measured with the TOEFL ITP. 251 first-year students at a private
university in the Kanto region of Japan were invited to this study. 198 of them completed
the two questionnaires and took the TOEFL ITP during the first semester of AY2025. The
data were analyzed using structural equation modeling (SEM). In previous analyses, school
belonging as a predictor of English proficiency was found to be statistically insignificant.
However, when engagement was included as a mediator, the model fit improved
substantially, and the overall fit was excellent (CFl = .985, RMSEA = .042). For the path
from school belonging to TOEFL scores, the direct effect was small and non-significant
(B =.070, p =.342), indicating that school belonging alone did not directly predict TOEFL
performance. An indirect pathway through engagement, however, was identified: school
belonging significantly predicted engagement (8 = .238, p = .002), which in turn had a
positive and significant effect on TOEFL scores (8 = .148, p = .039), suggesting that
students’ sense of belonging at school can influence their English proficiency primarily
through its impact on engagement. The next step in this research will be to incorporate
multiple English test scores over time and examine whether these psychological factors
predict gains or losses in English proficiency.

Large Language Models (LLMs) are increasingly used as writing assistants, yet their

Abstract feedback often defaults to superficial, sentence-level corrections that fail to develop
students' rhetorical skills. This paper addresses the cognitive challenges writers face when
using LLMs, conceptualized as the "gulf of envisioning"—the gap between a writer's
intentions and their ability to formulate effective prompts (Subramonyam et al., 2024). It
is argued that this gulf is particularly wide for complex, under-specified tasks like
argumentative writing. Drawing on a qualitative synthesis of research in HCI (Human-
Computer Interaction) and CALL (Computer-Assisted Language Learning), "rhetorical
scaffolding" is proposed as a framework of structured, dialogic prompting strategies for
pedagogical intervention. This paper demonstrates how these strategies can bridge the
envisioning gulf by transforming the Al-writer interaction from a corrective monologue
into a metacognitive partnership. A framework of actionable prompts and illustrative
examples is provided, offering a concrete methodology for leveraging LLMs to foster
deeper argumentative thinking and writing proficiency.

HRRUE / In the 21st century, language educators seek ways to develop global citizens. This study

Abstract explores how a university English course can integrate global citizenship issues (Litge et

al., 2022) with topic-related vocabulary building through a social media project. Students
were assigned to post about global topics in English on Instagram, using plurilingual
hashtags to reach international audiences. Instructions on hashtags which function as
searchable keywords, were based on the involvement load hypothesis (Webb & Nation,
2017), which suggests that vocabulary learning is enhanced by examining words.
Accordingly, the study addresses two research questions. The first question is how the
use of plurilingual hashtags influences students’ global awareness. The second question
is whether this practice supports their vocabulary development. Students selected global
issues of personal interest, identified relevant target audiences, and translated key
hashtags into the languages those audiences use. They posted their English-language
content accompanied by plurilingual hashtags. Each student completed two Instagram
posting projects during the semester. Data was from the project work and student
questionnaire, which was collected from students (n=40) in 16-week university English
courses. As a result, analysis of their hashtag choices showed that students became able
to select the target languages and keywords. Questionnaire results, based on OECD’s
(2018) framework for global competence, indicated that students developed awareness
of global issues and the linguistic diversity. The findings suggest that incorporating
plurilingual hashtags into language education can enhance students’ engagement with
both vocabulary and global citizenship. Future research may further investigate how the
activity of selecting hashtag languages in the Instagram posting project can expand
students’ opportunities to explore global topics and the worldwide audiences.

Title

FREME / Analysis of video-recorded classroom interaction has become a cornerstone in applied

Abstract linguistics (AL) research, as it enables fine-grained, multimodal analyses of naturally
occurring teaching practices. However, as these analyses often rely solely on interpretive
procedures carried out by applied linguists, a gap emerges between researchers’ AL-
informed perspectives and practitioners’ discipline-specific EMI practices, creating
interpretive blindspots in which researchers lacking content expertise may misread or
oversimplify instructors’ practices and, in turn, produce incomplete accounts of
disciplinary complexity and of what counts as adequate explanation and understanding
(Macaro, 2018; 2022). With this in mind, this study investigates how micro analyses of
video-recorded classroom interactions in EMI settings map against teachers’ accounts
elicited via retrospective interviews in order to discern the points of divergence between
the outcomes of the two analytical procedures. For this purpose, a 14-hour subset of the
English-Medium Instruction Corpus (EMIC), developed at a state university in Turkiye, and
subsequent retrospective interviews with instructors of multiple disciplines (Metallurgical
and Materials Engineering, Aerospace Engineering, and Biological Sciences) are examined.
The comparison of initial analyses of classroom interactions and the instructors’ own
retrospective accounts of the events reveal that practices construed by analysts as
deliberate pedagogical decisions in classroom interactions are accounted for as
“unconscious” or incidental accomplishments by EMI instructors, influenced by implicit
motivations rooted in teachers’ enthusiasm or experiential engagement. Furthermore,
retrospective interviews highlighted disciplinary nuances that were overlooked in
researcher analyses, likely due to the AL researcher’s lack of discipline-specific insights.
Findings suggest that the triangulation of such analyses with members’ accounts and a
genuine collaboration between EMI researchers and practitioners may enhance the
reliability of analyses and contribute to more nuanced understandings of EMI classroom
interaction and offer a means of countering potential leaps of judgment. The implications
concerning EMI classroom interaction research are discussed.

Title and Long-Term Learning in English Education

REME / This study investigates the effectiveness of open book examinations (OBEs) as a form of

Abstract assessment in a compulsory first-year English reading course at a university.
Although OBEs have received limited attention in the field of Teaching English as a Foreign
Language or Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages (TEFL/TESOL), they
constitute a significant area of research on assessment in other disciplines such as
medicine and mathematics. For example, Durning et al. (2016) conducted a systematic
review of studies comparing OBEs and closed book examinations (CBEs) in medical
education, providing a comprehensive overview of their respective strengths and
weaknesses. This cross-disciplinary context suggests that OBEs deserve further
exploration in language education as well, particularly for their potential to foster students’
motivation, autonomy, and self-efficacy, as well as to promote critical and creative thinking
and the development of long-term learning skills.
While the presenter initially introduced OBEs to her class during the Covid-19 pandemic
as an emergency measure, their continuation in face-to-face classes from 2022 to 2025
provided an opportunity to examine their pedagogical value. The research aimed to
explore the relationship between OBEs and students’ motivation, self-efficacy and
autonomy for English learning. Data were collected through post-exam surveys. The
findings suggest that OBE reduced students’ stress and anxiety about taking tests,
increased their motivation, self-efficacy, and performance, promoted deeper thinking, and
encouraged greater engagement in study and review.
This presentation will discuss the rationale for adopting OBE in reading classes, the
structure of the course, the assessment framework, and the results of student surveys.
It will also consider the broader implications of implementing OBE in foreign language
education, highlighting its potential contribution to enhancing student engagement and
autonomy, and preparing learners for real-world applications of English beyond the
classroom.

Y148/ Debating Skills: Essential for Learning Key Competencies for the 21st Century?

Title

FHERWE / The OECD (2016) posits that the vision of the future holds complicated, multifaceted, yet

Abstract interdependent factors. In the 21st century, multiple issues, including water, food, and

energy shortages, artificial intelligence, synthetic biology, digitalization, and international
migration, create today’s students with the demands for competencies to resolve
problems and lead a successful life. The OECD contributed to shaping the Key
Competences for Future Education 2030, and the DeSeCo project, "Definition and
Selection of Competences: Theoretical and Conceptual Foundation," defined the selection
of key competencies (Rychen, 2016), which encompass a combination of knowledge,
skills, attitudes, and values. The OECD countries are revising their curricula to incorporate
key competencies in students.

The DeSeCo project emphasizes acquiring three components beyond content knowledge:
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a) relating well to others in heterogeneous groups, b) empathy as the ethical move, and
c) cooperating and resolving conflicts with others. The components require a more action-
based, collaborative learning environment that extends beyond content knowledge
learned through lectures.

In light of the competencies, this practice-oriented research examines how debating in
teams can provide a framework for a competency-oriented language learning
environment. The researcher incorporated team debates in the English Communication
course (n=15, first-year university students), conducted over 28 weeks. The topics (nine
in total) were woven around critical societal problems that have created tensions in the
community, the environment, and the survival of humans.

After each team debate, the students reflected on the experience, which was collected
and analyzed semantically to track their mental transformation as they accumulated the
skills. The research found that the more they engage in debating in teams, the more they
recognize the importance of collaborating, commenting critically, and making decisions
from diverse views. The researcher proposes that team debating skills are beneficial for
learning the competencies required in the 21st century.

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Y148/ Harnessing Classroom Evidence for EMI Faculty Development: Insights from the EMIT4F

Title Project

FREME / English-medium instruction (EMI) continues to expand in non-anglophone higher

Abstract education systems, including Turkiye and Japan, where universities are under increasing
pressure to internationalize. While EMI teacher training initiatives have emerged in several
contexts, universities still lack sustained, evidence-based structures, leaving faculty
without systematic support to meet the linguistic and pedagogical demands of teaching
in English. Recent scholarship has emphasized the importance of professional
development that is context-sensitive, needs-driven, and grounded in classroom realities
rather than relying solely on top-down policy directives (see Dearden, 2014; Galloway et
al., 2021; Lasagabaster, 2022; Wang et al., 2025). This presentation introduces a three
project at a leading Turkish university that responds to this gap by developing a modular
online training program for EMI faculty. The program was designed using a wide-ranging
evidence base: a large EMI classroom corpus spanning a variety of disciplines, enriched
by retrospective faculty reflections and large-scale student feedback. This combination
of classroom data, teacher perspectives, and student experiences ensured that the
resulting training materials captured both recurring challenges and effective practices as
they are experienced in actual EMI contexts. The resulting training modules not only equip
faculty with tools to scaffold disciplinary content, encourage participation, and integrate
multimodal resources, but also guide them in planning lessons for clarity, adapting teacher
talk, employing strategic translanguaging, fostering productive interaction, and designing
assessment and feedback practices better suited to EMI classrooms. By directly
channeling authentic classroom evidence into practical pedagogical strategies, the
EMIT4F training program aims to enhance both teaching quality and student learning
outcomes. Beyond the Turkish case, the findings speak to EMI contexts such as Japan,
where questions of sustainability, inclusivity, and faculty preparedness remain at the
forefront of policy and practice. The project thus contributes not only a replicable model
of classroom interaction corpora-informed faculty development but also a broader
perspective on how EMI training can be grounded in empirical realities across diverse
higher education systems.

Y148/ Leveraging Al Agents and Native Speaker Dialogue for Transformative English Learning

Title

FREME / This proposal presents the evaluation of a 15-week hybrid English education model

Abstract implemented with 12 Japanese university students (April-July 2025). The curriculum
prioritized presentation-based output and the development of Intercultural
Communicative Competence (ICC), integrating intelligent technologies with authentic
human interaction.
The model leveraged three specific Al agents: NotebooklLM functioned as a personalized
knowledge manager, aiding students in structuring ideas and synthesizing learning
materials for presentations. English Central provided adaptive speaking and listening
practice. The Progos Speaking Test delivered real-time analytics on fluency, grammar, and
pronunciation. This technological support was balanced by five crucial sessions of one-
on-one conversations with native English speakers, which were essential for fostering
spontaneous speech, cultural adaptability, and global engagement.
Linguistic development was assessed using pre- and post-course scores from the CASEC
and the Progos Speaking Test. Results demonstrated measurable proficiency gains and
marked improvement in ICC. Significantly, the majority of students achieved a one-level
increase on the CEFR scale in the Progos Speaking Test.
Beyond standardized scores, the course yielded substantial affective and cognitive
growth, as revealed by a post-course questionnaire. 80% of participants reported an
expansion of their worldview and spiritual perspective, while 90% noted a positive shift in
their cross-cultural sensitivity. Students also displayed increased confidence, clearer
articulation, and deeper engagement in intercultural dialogue.
This hybrid framework successfully combined the structured support and personalized
feedback of Al with the rich, authentic communication provided by human interaction.
The findings highlight the transformative potential of this approach in cultivating globally
competent communicators. Detailed test score analyses and pedagogical implications for
future curriculum design will be discussed at the conference.

Abstract

The main argument of this presentation is importance of the recognition of applying self-
related learning (SRL) in high school EFL writing education, particularly in exam-oriented
one: e.g. [ELTs, TOEFL, Eiken, and college entrance exam. Noting this point, the aim of this
presentation is: (1) to define what “SRL”, “learn to write (L to W)”, and “write to learn (W
to L)” mean in reference to metacognitive strategies (i.e., theoretical basis) (see Teng &
Zhang, 2016; Ortega, 2011), (2) to report the quite limited focusing on “SRL-Lto W - W
to L” encompassed classroom-based, exam-oriented EFL writing education in and outside
Japan (e.g. Rose et al, 2019; Ueno et al, 2025). In (1) and (2), citing relevant theories and
classroom-based researches, what should be discussed is how strategies L to W and W
to L should be utilized to individual EFL writers in terms of enhancing ‘metacognition’ of
language use, including contents and logical development and target language acquisition.
Reflecting these purposes, the final aim is clarifying/evidencing the problematic points (in
both theory and educational practice) about SRL, L to W, W to L in EFL writing education.
Details of the survey created by the presenter are to be addressed, such as the procedure
of data gathering and analysis. Paralleled to the contents of this questionnaire survey,
research hypothesis - for the navigation of quantitative and qualitative analyses- will also
be addressed for deeper argument and discussion with the audience.

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Y148/ Lost in Policy Borrowing: CEFR in Japanese educational discourse

Title

FREME / In many regions in Asia including Japan, policy makers refer to Common European

Abstract Framework of References (CEFR) in order to legitimate their foreign language educational
policies at different levels. As its name suggests, it is a framework with which learners
reflect on their language proficiency. It "provides a common basis for the elaboration of
language syllabus, curriculum guidelines, examinations, textbooks, etc. across Europe"
(Council of Europe, 2001, p. 1). In many instances, however, policymakers overestimate
the role of the CEFR and use it as a rationale for implementing policies. In addition, mass-
media plays a major role in reinforcing the process. This paper discusses the discourse
of CEFR disseminated through Japanese mass-media in a process of policy borrowing
(Steiner- Khamsi 2012) and its influence on language teaching policies including
developments, assessments and teacher education. Following previous works in Critical
discourse analysis (CDA) including access theory (van Dijk 1998) and legitimation (van
Leeuwen 1998), the presenter particularly focuses on Japanese newspaper articles to see
how much information on CEFR is provided to learners, as they need to decide on their
language learning. Through the analysis, it was found that limited access to sufficient
contextual information on CEFR both by learners and even by mass media makes learners
believe CEFR as if it were an ultimate tool to describe language proficiency. While this
study has a limited scope, the findings suggest that critical reflection on relevance of
CEFR to ELT in local contexts is important and professional organizations like JAAL in
JACET has a very important role to initiate the process.

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Y148/ Shared Struggles to Discipline-Specific Needs: Student Voices on EMI from a Turkish

Title context

REWE / As English-medium instruction (EMI) expands across diverse higher education contexts,

Abstract student perspectives are essential for understanding how disciplinary practices and
institutional policies shape learning. Despite some large-scale studies aiming to reveal
Turkish students’ views on EMI contexts (e.g., Macaro & Akincioglu, 2018), their lived
experiences across and within faculties remain underexplored qualitatively. The present
study draws on 100 peer-to-peer interviews conducted across five faculties (Architecture,
Arts & Sciences, Economics and Administrative Sciences, Engineering, and Education) at
a Turkish EMI university, where the student-led design fostered openness and reduced
the potential influence of researcher presence. The dataset was analyzed through
thematic analysis (Braun & Clarke, 2006), examining students’ perspectives on EMI
regarding affordances and constraints, instructional practices, learning needs and
strategies. Findings reveal both shared and discipline-specific themes. Across faculties,
students consistently characterized English as the language of science, framing EMI as a
gateway to global knowledge and future professional mobility. While acknowledging its
benefits, they also pointed to challenges such as terminological overload, varying levels
of readiness, and passive lecture styles. The findings also revealed disciplinary differences
in barriers to classroom participation and communication, emphasis on globalization and
opportunities abroad, challenges linked to mandatory internships and L1 use, dense
technical terminology, and concerns about the mismatch between English-medium
training and national job requirements or examinations. Students’ reported strategies
such as peer collaboration, bilingual note-taking, pre-class preparation, and increasing
reliance on Al tools further underscore their adaptive agency in navigating EMI.

Abstract organizing resources in academic writing, particularly within argumentative and analytical
prose. While previous research on shell nouns has focused on their referential imprecision,
genre-specific frequencies, or collocational patterns, this study explores their
metadiscursive and cohesive roles through the lens of grammatical metaphor and
metonymic abstraction. Drawing on Systemic Functional Linguistics (SFL) and Cognitive
Linguistics, it proposes that such constructions act as compact grammatical metaphors,
enabling writers to compress preceding stretches of discourse into nominal elements that
can be manipulated metadiscursively. The corpus consists of approximately 30 full-length
academic articles published in a highly reputable, peer-reviewed journal in the field of
applied linguistics. Focusing on a single journal with rigorous standards ensures
consistency of genre and disciplinary focus while providing a rich data set for examining
advanced academic writing. Instances of this + shell noun (e.g., this issue, this assumption,
this characterization) are extracted and analyzed using annotation categories designed to
capture referential scope, rhetorical function (e.g., evaluation, elaboration, stance), and
placement within argumentative structures. The coding protocol also includes a
metonymic analysis, identifying whether the shell noun compresses a clause, sentence, or
larger discourse chunk into a conceptual “package.” Preliminary findings suggest that
these constructions frequently enact metonymic shifts, allowing writers to refer to
processes, evaluations, or judgments as if they were objects, thereby reifying complex
discourse elements. This shift serves both textual (cohesion and flow) and interpersonal
(stance-taking) functions, making such constructions powerful tools for academic
argumentation. By revealing the underlying conceptual and textual mechanisms behind
this + shell noun constructions in expert academic writing, this study contributes to a
broader understanding of grammatical metaphor beyond the clause level. It also offers
pedagogical implications for helping learners recognize and deploy abstract referential
strategies typical of advanced written discourse.

FREME / Second language (L2) pronunciation acquisition is shaped by perceptual and cognitive

Abstract mechanisms mediating speech perception and production. While previous research has
primarily addressed traditional learner factors such as age of acquisition, language
exposure, and motivation, increasing attention has been directed toward additional
variables that may explain individual variation beyond these established factors. Within
this context, the present study examined whether musical aptitude functions as a potential
factor influencing outcomes in L2 pronunciation acquisition.
The study analyzed data from fifteen advanced learners of Korean. Musical aptitude was
assessed using the Mini-PROMS, which measures sensitivity to melody, Tuning, Tempo,
and Accent. Pronunciation accuracy was evaluated through a paragraph-reading task, in
which participants read four passages developed for pronunciation assessment. Their
recordings were rated on a Likert scale by three experts in L2 speech assessment.
Statistical analyses were conducted to test the relationship between musical aptitude and
pronunciation accuracy.
The analysis revealed that learners with higher levels of musical aptitude tended to
demonstrate greater accuracy in L2 pronunciation. This outcome suggests that the
cognitive mechanisms supporting L2 pronunciation may draw upon auditory and cognitive
resources associated with musical aptitude. Importantly, the findings point to an overall
association between general musical aptitude and pronunciation accuracy.
This study provides empirical evidence for the contribution of musical aptitude to L2
pronunciation acquisition and extends theoretical accounts by situating learner variables
within the cognitive dimension of music-language processing. Future research should
employ fine-grained experimental designs to clarify the specific mechanisms that connect
musical aptitude with language processing and speech production. Such investigations
will not only refine models of L2 pronunciation acquisition but also inform pedagogical
approaches that incorporate individual learner differences.

Cross-National Online Primary EFL between Japan and Taiwan: Pupils’ reflections for

Abstract This study forms part of a Japan-Taiwan co-research project on language education in
Society 5.0 (JSPS KAKENHI). It investigates how a hybrid, cross-national online model for
primary EFL can support technological/digital literacy and continuity from primary to
secondary education, under the research question: How do Taiwanese primary pupils
reflect on Japan-delivered online English lessons?
Method
84 primary pupils in their final year at 11+ (boys = 42, girls = 39, non-binary = 3)
participated in online English lessons conducted over two months in Apri-May from
Taiwan. Lessons were taught from Japan (JST, UTC+09:00) and synchronised with the
school timetable in Taiwan (UTC+08:00) in a hybrid condition: pupils were physically in
class and individually connected via tablets. After instruction, pupils completed a bilingual
(Chinese-English) 5-point Likert questionnaire grounded in frameworks on hybridity and
technology-enhanced language education, as well as L2 motivation. Data were processed
in SPSS v31; descriptives and t-tests examined cohort differences.
Results
Pupils reported more positive attitudes towards online lessons than regular in-person
classes, particularly in terms of participation (M = 4.19), access (M = 4.12), and teacher
communication (M = 4.07). Listening to teachers was relatively more difficult (M = 3.90).
Technology-literacy practices were evident, as pupils shared ideas and submitted tasks
by combining offline classroom activities with online tools (e.g., chat box, rapid keyboard
input, and showing handwriting via camera). Motivation remained stable across phases,
with strong intentions to improve, especially in listening, and a growing interest in lexical
and syntactic knowledge.
Conclusion
A hybrid, synchronous online EFL model can improve perceived access, participation, and
communication, while highlighting design needs: explicit technology-literacy scaffolds that
promote receptive skills (listening) and interactional structures that shift reliance from
oral production to typing. These insights imply the design of cross-national, hybrid EFL
education for Society 5.0.

Title vs. Positive Emotion

FEME / Emotion can facilitate language learning (Emotion-Involved Processing Hypothesis).

Abstract Prevailing positive psychology accounts emphasize positive emotions—such as

enjoyment—as key drivers. Yet this assumption remains underexamined: might other, non-
positive emotions more effectively catalyze learning than positive emotions?
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This study examined how different types of classroom discussion influence the learning
and recall of new vocabulary among Japanese college students. Students were introduced
to novel “nonwords,” each assigned to one of three discussion conditions: epistemic
(surprising), positive (nice), or neutral (typical). For each nonword, students worked in
pairs to answer condition-related questions, such as “What unbelievable fact do you think
the thoc has?” for the epistemic condition. Later, they completed a recall test to measure
whether they remembered each word’s correct meaning, and they also reported which
nonword they found most memorable and explained why.

Analysis of recall accuracy showed clear differences among the conditions. Students were
significantly more accurate when recalling words from the epistemic condition, while
words from the positive and neutral conditions were recalled at similar, lower levels. These
effects held even after accounting for variability across the individual nonwords.
Students’ judgments of memorability supported this pattern: three-quarters selected a
nonword from the epistemic condition as the most memorable, compared with 19% from
the neutral condition and only 6% from the positive condition.

Contrary to the implication of positive psychology, the findings suggest that epistemic,
curiosity-provoking discussions help students form stronger and more lasting memories
of new words more so than positive emotions, supporting the Deep Epistemic Emotion
Hypothesis. For ESL classrooms, this highlights the value of designing vocabulary
activities that include surprising or thought-provoking prompts. Rather than relying only
on typical examples, teachers can enhance both accuracy and memorability by framing
new words in ways that spark curiosity and stimulate deeper engagement.

HRRUE / This talk reflects on the role of technology in the advancement of society and promotion

Abstract of a better life focusing on the role of artificial intelligence (Al) and human agency. More
specifically, this talk invites applied linguists to reimagine language teaching in the age of
Al and digital transformation focusing on possibilities to integrate inclusive education and
cultural diversity discussing the role of Al and human agency in it. The discussion also
touches on issues of equity, diversity and inclusion (EDI) at the intersection of Al and
human intelligence in education. The role of researchers, applied linguists and language
educators in promoting a more critically informed, plural, and culturally rich environment
for knowledge production and language teaching/learning for a more peaceful existence
is also discussed.

Title Approach in EFL Classrooms

REBE / lizuka (2024) investigated the relationship between TOEFL ITP section scores (listening,

Abstract grammar, and reading) and overall proficiency among 120 Japanese university students
using regression analysis, t-tests, and ANOVA. The results revealed that listening scores
exerted the strongest influence on the total score, indicating a clear correlation between
the acquisition of prosodic features and comprehensive English proficiency. This finding
raises important pedagogical questions: (a) how prosody can be systematically fostered
in daily classroom practice, and (b) what implications such an approach may hold for
English education in EFL contexts such as Japan.
Just as reading proficiency requires a balance of “intensive” and “extensive” reading, the
presenter argues that speaking proficiency also depends on the synergy of “intensive
speaking” and “extensive speaking.” Intensive speaking refers to activities where learners
consciously attend to prosody, lexical meaning, and grammatical structures, while
extensive speaking involves engaging in abundant oral production without fear of errors.
Current English education in Japan, however, tends to overemphasize extensive speaking
through English-medium instruction and peer interaction.
This presentation introduces language activities grounded in the Consecutive Interpreting
Approach, illustrating concrete methods for fostering prosody and enhancing English
output skills, while also discussing their theoretical and practical significance in EFL
contexts. Specifically, by combining shadowing and reproduction tasks, learners listen
attentively, acquire accurate English prosody, reconstruct speech from fragmentary
notes or symbols, and thereby establish a solid basis for speaking. This model enables
learners to systematically develop prosodic competence while simultaneously improving
their overall output ability. The presenter argues that incorporating such activities into
current classrooms, which are largely focused on extensive speaking, may provide a more
balanced path toward strengthening learners’ English speaking proficiency.

FREME / Second language willingness to communicate (LZWTC) and international posture (IP) have

Abstract been found to correlate with English proficiency. Increasing LZWTC and IP may thus be

important in EFL contexts such as Japan, where learners often lack motivation to learn
English. This study sought to examine the effect of one term of EFL instruction on the
L2ZWTC and IP of Japanese university students. Participants included 136 students
representing diverse majors and enrolled in General English courses at three universities
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in western Japan. Participants completed an online Japanese-language L2ZWTC survey
(Koga & Sato, 2013) and IP survey (Yashima, 2008), both pre- and post-course. Qualitative
data included written reflections from students on how their motivation towards learning
English changed over time. Results were analyzed statistically, with differences between
genders and majors also noted. Results show that L2ZWTC Anxiety significantly decreased
after one term, while LZWTC Motivation and the IP dimension of having something to
communicate significantly increased; however, L2WTC Confidence significantly
decreased. Moreover, male students had significantly higher L2WTC Confidence and
lower L2ZWTC Anxiety than female students, and students majoring in Technology
experienced the lowest increases in Confidence, while Social Studies/Law students
experienced the highest gains. Analysis of written reflections revealed that several
students experienced decreases in motivation for learning English after entering
university. These findings suggest that one term of EFL instruction can have a positive
impact on learners’ L2ZWTC and IP, though significant decreases in Confidence are cause
for concern.

Abstract and behavior after receiving peer and Al feedback, this study examines how their drafts

and final products differ in various writing metrics. The participants were 55 first- and
second-year female students from the researcher’s three English writing classes at a
women'’s university in Japan, with CEFR B1 to B2 English proficiency. In the fall semester
of the 2024 academic year, they completed four writing assignments using the process
writing approach. They received peer and Al (ChatGPT) feedback and revised the texts.
The data for this research consisted of the drafts and finals of their fourth writing
assignments, namely, opinion essays for the essay-writing classes and cause-and-effect
paragraphs for the paragraph-writing class. Each text’'s number of sentences, word count
(token), unique word count (type), number of syllables, number of words per sentence,
syllables per word, and unique words per 100 words were counted. The difference
between the drafts and finals was checked for statistical significance using SPSS 27.
Additionally, the vocabulary levels of the learners’ drafts and final texts were examined
using the New Word Level Checker, based on the CEFR-J word list. The results showed
statistical significance in the differences between the drafts and finals for the number of
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sentences, word count, unique word count, number of syllables, number of words per
sentence, and syllables per word, but not in the unique words per 100 words. In terms of
the vocabulary level, the ratio of CEFR-J ATwords decreased significantly, while those of
CEFR-J A2, BT, B2, and pronouns increased significantly. The results show that after
revisions, their texts became longer, utilizing more varied and advanced vocabulary and
longer sentences. These findings support the learners’ perceptions and self-reported
behaviors reported in the researcher’s previous study.

Abstract earlier practices in which grammatical accuracy was central and learners were often afraid
of making mistakes. This shift has helped learners gain confidence in their spoken English.
The idea has also been reinforced by a focus on intelligibility, where the so-called
“standard pronunciation” of L1 English speakers is treated less strictly.
From 2026, the TOEFL iBT speaking section will change to include two task types, one of
which requires test-takers to listen to a sentence and repeat it exactly. Success in this
task depends on reproducing the pronunciation, intonation, and rhythm of the model as
well as speaking fluently. With seven sentences included, this task brings accuracy back
into focus alongside fluency. While intelligibility is important, too much emphasis on it may
lead to increasingly diverse English accents, which could contribute to the emergence of
varieties that are harder to understand. A renewed focus on accuracy may help counter
this tendency in international communication. To prepare for this new task, shadowing
can be useful,
but it is not easy to follow a model without a script, even in an L1. In such cases, traditional
methods of pronunciation teaching remain effective at both the segmental and
suprasegmental levels. The new TOEFL iBT speaking task is likely to have a significant
impact on how spoken English is taught, and | believe it represents a positive step toward
making international communication more successful.

Abstract the frequencies of words occurring in the target and reference texts, identifying a word

that occurs significantly more frequently in the former than in the latter. For this purpose,
basic statistics such as chi-squared values and log-likelihood ratios (LLR) are usually
adopted. Statistical keyword analysis is a common analytic method in corpus linguistics,
but it can also be applied to various fields of English language teaching. This presentation
consists of three sections. First, it explores the background and history of statistical
keyword analysis, with a primary focus on corpus linguistics. Also, major studies are
introduced. Then, the second section provides a brief introduction to the
English/Japanese Text Keyword Analyser (EJTKAN), which the author recently developed
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(Ishikawa, 2025). This online text analytic tool morphologically analyses two kinds of input
text sets and produces the list of keywords (word forms, wordforms + POS, lemmas,
lemma + POS, and POS only) based on four kinds of statistics (X2, LLR-2 term, LLR-4
term and Bayesian factor) and five kinds of effect size measures (odds ratio, risk ratio,
frequency difference, log ratio, and effect size for LLR). The last section shows how
EJTKAN can be utilised for the identification of (i) US/UK keywords, (ii) spoken/written
keywords, (iii) learner/native speaker keywords, and (iv) positive/negative keywords in the
students’ L1 comments on their college English classes. These case studies will exemplify
the potential value and significance of statistical keyword analysis in ELT.

Title

FREME / We present a preliminary phase of action research that investigates the application of the

Abstract case method, originally developed by Harvard Business School, as a pedagogical tool in

undergraduate English communication classes. In a context where active learning is
increasingly promoted across higher education, we examine how the case method differs
from existing active learning approaches and demonstrate how it can facilitate students’
critical engagement with pressing issues in today’s world.

In the first cycle, a qualitative study was conducted in an English communication course,
with data collected through classroom observations, students’ reflection
sheets/assignments, and informal interviews. Students worked with case scenarios in
which a protagonist is challenged to solve problems. By placing themselves in the
protagonist’s position, they gathered information, analyzed issues from multiple
perspectives, articulated opinions in pairs and groups , and finally negotiated solutions in
English. The findings show that the case method fostered highly interactive and reflective
classroom dynamics. Students enhanced their communicative competence by learning
new vocabulary and set phrases. As well, they developed critical thinking and collaborative
problem-solving skills. Some participants reported becoming more careful in evaluating
information—learning not to accept internet sources at face value but to examine
credibility and supporting evidence. Others reflected that grappling with real-world
dilemmas encouraged them to envision their futures less in terms of “which company to
join” and more in terms of “what kind of person to become,” broadening their sense of
purpose.

The study highlights how adapting the case method in English communication courses
can enrich pedagogical practices in Japanese higher education. This approach cultivates
critical, ethical, and globally oriented capacities while reinforcing English as a medium for
intercultural dialogue. Its implications extend not only to second language acquisition but
also to applied linguistics more broadly, encompassing issues of pedagogy, identity, and
critical awareness.
